(Mayfield, Ky.) Dec. 17, 2021 (10:25 a.m.) –This morning we have approximately 150 homes still without power that are capable of receiving electricity. We estimate that as many as 250 homes in our service area cannot be powered up at this time due to serious damage. Today Rain is again slowing, but certainly not stopping our progress. Crews work unless lightning or high winds make conditions unsafe. Keep them in your prayers. 

We still have a full cadre of visiting crew members in addition to our own. As an electric cooperative we are part of nationwide network of utilities that are always ready to help one another. We also have outstanding private contractors willing to redirect resources to the utilities in need. See the list of utilities and contractors below. 
Work zones are very crowded, and extra traffic poses a safety hazard for everyone. Please avoid the following areas if you possibly can. Today we are working in Marshall County on Moors Camp Highway, Oak Level, and Cambridge Shores. In Graves County we are working in the Hopewell Road area.
